Bookings:

A confirmed booking is required a minimum of 14 days prior for groups of up to 50 pax and for 50+ pax
a minimum of 21 days is preferable.

Final Numbers:

Deposit:

A 20% deposit is required on confirmation of booking. The deposit is hon-refundable should the event be
cancelled less than 14 days prior to commencement. The remainder is payable 7 days prior to group
arrival unless prior agreements have been arranged.

Cancellations:
The following cancellation policy applies.

e 20% payable if group cancelled 14 days to 7 days.
e 50% payable if cancelled 7 days to 24 hours.




e 100% payable if cancelled within 24 hours.

Wet Weather:

Glenworth Valley reserves the right to cancel a booking if the effects of adverse weather such as but not
limited to wind, high temperature, lightening, heavy rain conditions etc that makes it unsafe to proceed
with a booking (approximately 1-2 times per year).

Client Cancellations due to weather conditions:

Glenworth Valley will be the ones to call off any program if weather is a concern. We will make contact
with you as soon as possible. If the group is cancelled by the client when the weather conditions are
deemed to be safe by us, cancellation fees apply. We request that you only speak and confirm all details
with the Manager overseeing your program.
